[image: ]CMSgt Larry C. Williams, Jr. is the Command Chief for the 515th Air Mobility Operations Wing, Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam, Hawaii. The 515 AMOW provides forward-deployed command and control, aerial port, and aircraft maintenance support to Department of Defense organic and contracted commercial aircraft executing airlift and air refueling missions throughout the Pacific theater. He is the Chief Enlisted Manager responsible for the morale and welfare of 1,400 enlisted personnel in two Air Mobility Operations Groups, six geographically separated squadrons, three detachments, and six operating locations ranging from Alaska to Diego Garcia.

Chief Williams entered the Air Force in April 1989. Upon graduating technical school at Sheppard AFB, Texas, as an Aircraft Maintenance Specialist, he was assigned to Dover AFB, Del., where he served in a variety of duties in his original career field. Chief Williams cross-trained to be a Career Enlisted Aviator in 1998.

Prior to his current position, Chief Williams was the Superintendent of the Operations Support Squadron and 9th Airlift Squadron, Dover AFB, Del.
