The mock deployment, Operation
Hele On, wasn't a 120-day rotation.
Instead, this deployment lasted a day
and for these kids, it is a day that
will not soon be forgotten.

Operation Hele On bridges the
gap between children and Air Force
military parents when it comes to
deployment.  

“The children's experience helps
them understand their parents are
well trained, prepared and ready to
deploy,” said Maria Barrows, Direc-
tor, Airman and Family Readiness
Flight, 15th Mission Support
Squadron. “This experience reas-
sures them there parents are safe.
Additionally, it gives parents and
child a common frame of reference
to talk about.  Most importantly, the
children had fun.”

Beginning the adventure, the kids
met face-to-face with volunteer
training instructors who taught them
some basic military training proto-
col. After the encounter with the
MTIs the children broke into flights
and marched to the deployment line
at Building 2115.

During the mock deployment
function the young Keiki Airmen
received briefings about legal,
finance and were allowed to try on
protective gear that their parents
would wear while deployed.

“I liked learning how to put on all
the protective gear, like the helmet
and vest,” said Meghan Duffey, 9,
from Hickam Elementary.  “It was
heavy. I bet my dad (Chief Master
Sgt. Russ Duffey, Pacific Air Forces)
must get hot in it.”  The fourth grad-
er also enjoyed marching to cadence
and “getting to deploy like my dad.”
Meghan was not the only Hickam
elementary attendee who enjoyed
the mock deployment.

Tyler Greene, 11, said he “enjoyed
putting on the gear to feel how
heavy it was,” and knowing his dad,
Staff Sgt. Bryan Greene, Kenney
Headquarters, was protected by it
when he deploys.

During the mock phase one pro-
cessing line the children received
personalized dog tags, camouflage

hats and shirts and backpacks. And
of course no combat experience
would be complete without face
paint.

“One of the high points was the
mobility line and processing (dog
tags etc) and the Base X experi-
ence,” said Beth Hodge, Chief, Fam-
ily Member Programs Flight, 15th

Services Squadron. “This was an
excellent opportunity for all to see
what parents do to prepare for
deployment.”  According to the
coordinators, the marching and
cadence were a great addition to this
year's event.  It added a level of
esprit de corps, camaraderie and
healthy competition.

As any coordinator will say, if it
wasn't for some help, nothing
would've been possible. “We couldn't
have done it without the help of the
base agencies and the volunteers,”
said Ms. Barrows and Ms. Hodge.
“This was a lot of fun for all and a
big learning experience as well. The
supporters were awesome!”

Aug. 31, 1939 – Wheeler Field became a sep-
arate permanent military post, although the tran-
sition to independent status had been gradual.
By the end of the year, units stationed at Wheel-
er included the 18th Pursuit Group and the 4th
and 5th Reconnaissance Squadrons, under the
jurisdiction of the 18th Bomber Wing headquar-
tered at Hickam Field.

Aug. 29, 1950 – Under “Operation Blood
Plasma,” the first shipments of whole blood
from the mainland destined for Korea arrived at

Hickam.  The 1500th Air Traffic Squadron was
responsible for re-icing these shipments upon
arrival and again upon departure, with ice fur-
nished by the ice plant at Schofield Barracks.

Aug. 28, 1952 – The first Women in the Air
Force attendant to fly the Pacific Airlift between
Hickam and Haneda (Japan), A/2C Irene Grand-
champs of 49th Air Transport Squadron, left
Hickam Aug. 28 aboard a MATS Pacific Divi-
sion C-97 Stratofreighter, and returned six days
later.

Team Hickam History
The Air Force’s most historic airfield

Row, row, row your boat.
It may not be down a gentle

rippling stream but members
of the Ka Mamalahoe Canoe
Club raced their way through
the ocean surrounding Hawaii
and qualified for the state
championship races. Champi-
onships were Aug. 5 and the
team came in 12th out of 62
clubs participating.

For people stationed at
Hickam, one of the easiest

ways to experience the Hawai-
ian culture and meet the locals
is to take up their state sport,
paddling.

Frank Deniz joined the
canoe club in 2003 with a sim-
ple purpose, to take up pad-
dling to maintain a healthy
lifestyle and renew ties to his
Hawaiian heritage.  Since
then, his views have expanded
to include taking the sport to
those who would otherwise
never get the chance to experi-
ence this uniquely Hawaiian
sport.  

“I grew up in a traditionally

Hawaiian family on the Big
Island, shuttling back and forth
on weekends between my
grandparent's home in the fish-
ing village of Miloli'i and my
home at Honaunau, South
Kona, he said. “I remember
what it was like to be around
the Kupunas, the older Hawai-
ian generation, they were hard
working, kind, and took care
of visitors and family like no
other culture I have ever expe-
rienced in all my years of trav-
el in the Air Force. I carry that
experience with me as if it
were a badge of honor and I

wanted give others the oppor-
tunity to experience this side of
Hawaii.”  

Paddling not only gives peo-
ple an appreciation for the
Hawaiian heritage but it also
helps people get in shape and
work together as a team. 

“I like that it is a social event
as well as sporting,” said
Ronelle Simmons, who just
completed her second year of
paddling. “It takes cross train-
ing and when you work hard, it
pays off. It's a sport where you
really get rewarded for your
efforts.”

The club is a great way for a
new paddler to get involved
with the sport or for an experi-
enced paddler to find some fel-
low paddlers to go out and
paddle with. Paddlers also get
to travel to many beaches
throughout O'ahu for different
meets around the island. 

Another advantage to the
sport is that the club provides
child-friendly environment. 

“It is a good, clean family
sport,” said Simmons. “People
are disqualified for swearing
or drinking before the races are
over. My 9-year-old daughter

comes to every event with
me.”

The club not only provides a
child-friendly environment but
also accommodates the
demands military life. 

“The group of military pad-
dlers has families and commit-
ments uniquely different from
the other local paddlers in our
club,” said Deniz. “They all
know that duty is their top pri-
ority, so they sometimes miss a

few practices here and there.
However, whenever they're at
practice, every one of them go
to it with lots of effort and pos-
itive attitudes. When I see how
much our paddlers from the
mainland enjoy themselves on
the ocean, interacting amongst
the locals, telling their families
back home how great their
experience has been, it makes
me feel good about what I'm
doing here at Ka Mamalahoe.”

Ka Mamalahoe Canoe Club just completed its season

and will be offering recreational outrigger canoe pad-
dling to those interested in trying it out.  Practices are at
Ke'ehi Lagoon, next to the Airport on Sept. 13th  at 5
pm.  

Ka Mamalahoe belongs to the Hawaii Canoe Racing
Association whose membership includes more than
3,000 paddlers and sixty canoe clubs throughout the
state.  The club currently has 35 active duty military,
dependents, contractors, and DoD civilians that com-
pete; twenty of which are active duty airmen. It's open
to age's 12-65, male, female, co-ed, novice to master
levels.
