August 1, 1958 — The U.S. conducts its first
rocket-launched nuclear test, choosing Johnston
Island as the launch site. Code-named Te a k
Redstone, a live W-39 nuclear warhead was
launched to measure the effects of high
altitude nuclear explosions in order to
design warheads for the Nike-Zeus anti-
ballistic missile system. Failure of the tilt
program device at lift-off caused a verti-
cal night flight but did not prevent subse-
quent system operations and a successful mis-
sion. The Redstone rocket carried the 3.8 megaton
warhead to an altitude of 77.8km (48.3 miles).

August 2, 1965 — Members of the 11 t h
Bomb Group Association dedicate a memorial
plaque commemorating the 475 members lost
during World War II. The tablet is located on a
stone pedestal next to the Hickam base flagpole
on Vickers Avenue, within the traffic circle.

August 6, 1970 — Air Force families begin to
move into the first units of the new Ohana Nui

housing at Hickam AFB, Hawaii.

August 3, 1981 — Members of the
Professional Air Tr a ffic Controllers

O rganization call a nationwide strike,
which affected air traffic in and out of
the Honolulu International Airport. T h e
FA A used Navy controllers and
retired/former controllers to maintain

normal operations at Honolulu
International Airport; however, some airline

flights were delayed, and an air defense exercise
was cancelled.

August 1, 2002 — On Johnston Atoll, the
U.S. Army Chemical A c t i v i t y, Pacific
(USACAP) cases its colors, culminating three
decades of safely storing, securing, transporting,
and accounting for chemical weapons.

August 5, 2003 — Lt. Col. Mark Hostetter
assumes command of Detachment 1, 15th A i r l i f t
Wing at Johnston A t o l l .

In an emotional presentation,
two military families each with
a deployed husband/ father
received a special reminder of
their loved one when they
accepted a quilt adorned with
family photos July 25 at the
Pearl Harbor Armed Services
Y M C A (ASYMCA). 

“When I saw the pictures of
all of us together as a family, I
cried. It is those times that I hold
onto and that I look forward to
when he gets home,” said Lt.
C m d r. Jeannie Groeneveld, a
speechwriter for U.S. Pacific
Fleet. Her husband, Lt. Cmdr.
Chris Groeneveld, is currently
assigned as the Air Boss aboard
the guided-missile destroyer
USS Gridley (DDG 101). 

G r o e n e v e l d ’s children Dylan,
age three, and Sean, 18 months,
pointed at several family photos
and in a very touching gesture
handed their Mother a tissue,
after her eyes welled up when
seeing the blanket.    

The presentation ceremony
was designed to kick start the
Honolulu Chapter of “Operation
Kid Comfort,” a nationwide
program started in 2004 at Ft.
Bragg/Pope Air Force Base in
Fayetteville, N.C. 

The program eases the stress
of a parent’s absence from the
home by providing free quilts
for children six and under and

pillows for children seven and
up. According to the program's
Web site, since the program's
inception more than 3,000 chil-
dren have received a quilt.

The other child that received
a quilt was Morgan To w n s e n d ,
age two, whose father, Serg e a n t
J e ffrey Townsend, is a career
retention specialist with Marine
Heavy Helicopter Squadron
363, headquartered in Kaneohe
B a y. Townsend's unit is current-
ly deployed to Iraq and is sched-
uled to return early next year.  

“The blanket becomes just
another way to keep the connec-
tion alive between my daughter
and my husband,” said Dayna
Townsend, wife of Serg e a n t
Townsend. “Morgan calls the
blanket her ‘Daddy blanket.’”

Although the quilts can be
made from volunteers from all
over the country, these two
quilts were made by local quilter
and Kailua resident Ellen
H u n t l e y, who has made more
than 20 quilts in the last six
months and has a special aff i n i t y
for U.S. service members. 

“I actually teach enlisted
Marines and Sailors on Marine
Corps Base Kaneohe and I just
love these young people and
what they do,” said Huntley, an
instructor for the Military
Academic Skills Program. “It
makes me feel really good that
someone back here can do
something to help these families
out.”    

The quilts are made from col-
lected family photographs and
are made into “photo-transfer”

quilts that display images of the
deployed service member. All of
the quilts are made by volun-
teers who contact the A S Y M C A
headquarters and request the
materials that are then mailed to
them free of charge. 

A S Y M C A also pays for the
shipping of the quilt from the
quilter to the military family. 

C u r r e n t l y, Operation Kid
Comfort has local operations in
various parts of the country but
is just now beginning to estab-
lish a Hawaii volunteer network.
The Pearl Harbor A S Y M C A
s t a ff has already reached out to
Forest City Military
Communities in order to spread
the word about the program and
to seek volunteers that would be
interested in making the quilts.

“ With the Forest City’s new

community centers, we think
that would be a great way for
the spouses to get together and
do something so meaningful for
the children of deployed service
members,” said Kathy
Kinneman, director of
H o n o l u l u ’s ASYMCA. 

Ms. Kinneman would like to
encourage anyone who is inter-
ested in making a quilt or who
would like to have one made for
their child to contact Te r r i

“I will always be grateful to
the A S Y M C A for giving this
special gift to my boys.  It is
wonderful that my older son
Dylan will be comforted sleep-
ing under a blanket with pictures
of his Daddy, whom he misses
so much,” said Groeneveld.

Quilts give military children
comfort during deployments

1. With your arms fully extended raise dumbbells
to the front at about shoulder height, pause for a
second then move arms to your sides maintain-
ing dumbbells within shoulder height then lower
dumbbells slowly to the sides.
