Twelve members of the
Hickam Teen Center’s
“Keystone” leadership group
made a big difference last
month by volunteering their
time at the A i r m e n ’s A t t i c .

“The Keystone group
came here to square away
the A i r m e n ’s Attic by sort-
ing, cleaning and org a n i z-
ing,” said April Taupo, Te e n
Center assistant coordinator.
“This is something we usual-
ly do for the A i r m e n ’s A t t i c
twice a year. ”

Ms. Taupo added that the
13- to 19-year-old volun-
teers were on a mission to
log in some hours for com-
munity service. 

“The time they spend toil-
ing over the mountains of
donated clothes and house-
hold items earns them credit
toward an annual presiden-
tial volunteer award,” she
s a i d .

Beyond that, one volun-
teer described the experi-
ence as a win-win.

“I go to the Teen Center
because it’s a good way for
me to develop new work
skills and experience new
things,” said Samantha
Bernard, 17. “Helping out at
the A i r m a n ’s Attic is a good
job and it feels good to do
something that is helping
out others.”

Ms. Taupo noted that the
teens contributed to the

A t t i c ’s efforts by sorting
hundreds of donations in the
outside drop-off sheds,
marking clothes and other
household items for shelf
life, and performing custodi-
al duties like dusting, sweep-
ing and taking out the trash.

The teens in the Keystone
group are not the only ones
helping to keep this vital
project afloat. 

To help face the tough
challenges involved, the
A i r m e n ’s Attic is governed
by an executive counsel of
active-duty Airmen and
headed by current president
Chief Master Sgt, Sharon

J o h n s o n .
“ We have three

unpaid managers here,
racking up around 25
hours per week, org a n-
izing merchandise,
cleaning, directing vol-
unteer groups and
maintaining adminis-
trative records,” said
Chief Johnson. “Some
of the big challenges
we face is disposing of
the hazardous materi-
als people leave here,
like portable A/C units,
paint, gas cans and
propane tanks. T h e y
also leave unusable

items and trash left in
our sheds.” 

The A i r m e n ’s A t t i c
is a clearinghouse of
donated items from
local hotels, Hickam
residents and just
about anyone with
base access. That can
add up to a lot of stuff
over a short period of
time.  

“ I t ’s hard to keep
up with all the dona-
tions dropped off due
to the limited time we

have volunteers here, so this
gang from the Teen Center is
a real big help,” added Chief
Johnson, who added that the
A i r m a n ’s Attic is a non-prof-
it agency set up to off s e t
some living costs of A i r m e n
primarily in grades E-5 and
b e l o w. 

To that end, the chief
encouraged base residents to
get involved.

“ We want to encourage
people to not only drop off
their gently used items and
clothing, but to come in and

use what we have to offer if
you’re eligible,” he said.
“ We are supported not only
by donations, but funding
from the Combined Federal
Campaign, too. So we
encourage Team Hickam to
make the A i r m e n ’s A t t i c
their choice for CFC dona-
tions.” 

The A i r m e n ’s Attic is open
for primary customers E-5
and below, Tuesdays and
Thursdays, 10 a.m. to 1 p.m.
On the second and fourth

TO ensure that the A m e r i c a n
people receive maximum value for their
tax dollars, commercial activities should
be subject to the forces of competition.

When a competition between in-house
and contract performance determines
contracting is more cost effective, OMBC
A-76 and Federal Acquisition Regulation
require the contractor to offer adversely
a ffected DOD civilian and NAF employ-
ees the Right of First Refusal for employ-

ment openings to positions (under the
contract) for which they are qualified.
Since DOD is sensitive to the personal
impact this action may have on civilian
employees, the DOD Program for
Stability of Civilian Employment ensures
every effort is made to help adversely
a ffected civilian employees who desire
placement assistance. These employees
are registered in the Defense-wide com-
puterized Priority Placement Program.
Registrants under this program receive
placement right to vacancies within DoD
(other Federal agencies are also solicited).
When adversely affected civilian employ-
ees must relocate to continue Federal
employment, transportation and moving
expenses are paid by the government.
