Team Hickam History

The Air Force’s most historic airfield

October 26, 1947 — The newly established
Hawaii Wing, Air Force Association, holds its
first official meeting at the Hickam Officers’
Club with approximately 55 officers and
enlisted personnel in attendance.

October 29, 1976 — The Combined Federal
Campaign ends with $153,000 and 49-percent
participation, an increase over 1975.

October 30, 1976 — Hickam’s K-9
dog kennel construction project is
completed and accepted by the 15th
Security Police Squadron.

October 25,1951 — The 1284th
Air Transport Squadron is assigned to
the 1500th Air Base Group, Hickam
AFB.

October 27,1981 — The 15th Air
Base Wing receives the 1981 General
Curtis E. LeMay Award for the most outstanding
MWR program in the Air Force.

October 30, 1960 — The first Military
Air Transport Service (MATYS) jet flight to
Hickam AFB arrives from the West Coast with
Maj. Gen. Russell L. Waldron, Western
Transport Air Force commander, and his staff
aboard. Flying time from Travis AFB to Hickam
was reduced by three hours.

October 26, 1990 — The 15 ABW Family
Support Center holds its first briefing for mem-
bers deploying in support of Operation DESERT
SHIELD and DESERT STORM, The FSC pro-
vided the briefing for deploying members of the
15th Security Police Squadron and the families,
in preparation for their imminent departure to
the Middle East.

October 29, 1969 — The new Airmen’s
Dining Hall in Area 61, constructed by Thoht
Construction at a cost of $570,600.00, is accept-
ed by the Air Force.
